’ Entity boundaries

*RDA definition: An RDA entity boundary is the set of criteria
that is applied by an agent who creates metadata to
determine if a description of a new RDA entity is required.

-Two types

- Absolute boundary of the entity: determined by characteristics of the entity

that reflect the physical world: Item, Manifestation, Person, Place and
Timespan

- Relative boundary of the entity: determined by bibliographic and cultural
conventions

- Some element values where a difference may or may not require a new
entity description within a given implementation, for example,

e An application profile specifies the entities, elements, and vocabulary encoding
schemes that are expected in a set of metadata that meets the functions and
requirements of an application that uses the metadata.

e An RDA application profile limits the specification to RDA entities, elements, and
compatible vocabulary encoding schemes. An RDA application profile specifies:
